MLA style. Numbered superscripts and the notes are not to be linked to each other via the 
Endnote/Footnote programme in Word. The paragraphs are not to be indented. Articles should 
have a minimum of 4,500 words and not exceed 6,000 words (including footnotes) and can be 
either in Galician, Spanish or English. Footnotes should be kept to a maximum of 12, and not 
exceed 10 lines each. Footnotes should be single-spaced and use 10-point Times New Roman. 
Reference numbers in the text are to be 10-point superscript. All notes must appear at he end of 
the article before the bibliography. Do not use page headers or page numbers. Please submit 
articles via email in a word-compatible attachment by December 15th , 2007.
